In addition to our regular services, projects, and planning, I’ve been working 
on two technology advancements for our church. The first is a database to 
keep track of attendance for all services. The second is an audiobook of the 
Icelandic Bible we use. The Icelandic Bible Society has copyright on this Bible, 
so I’m pursuing permission to produce and share it. I’m using a Text-to-speech 
program that supports quality reading of the Icelandic Bible. There may be 
reasons why they won’t allow this, so please pray that God would put it in their 
hearts to grant permission. While it’s a luxury to have the Bible read aloud, it 
would be a fantastic resource for our community.

	 As we prepare more and more for summer camp, we are praying that 
God would move the hearts of people and churches to sponsor a child for $200 
per person. We operate this camp 100% free to attendees; however, we offer 
food, merch, games, prizes, and more to all who come.
